On October 25, 2006, the Board of Regents of the University of Oklahoma formally ap-
proved establishment of the OU Department of Emergency Medicine (OUDEM), located at 
the OU School of Community Medicine in Tulsa.  /5$%- ÉÓ /ËÌÁÈÏÍÁȭÓ ÆÉÒÓÔ ÁÎÄ ÏÎÌÙ ÁÌÌo-
pathic Department of Emergency Medicine (EM).

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OUDEM organization  
 
The 
Department comprises about two dozen physician and non-physician faculty.  As denoted 
on OUDEMȭÓ organizational chart below, faculty members work within at least one Divi-
sion.  (Due to ongoing personnel changes, the org chart below exhibits some differences 
from the information in the Division Reports and on our website.) 
 
Within Clinical Affairs are the following Divisions: Operations, Ultrasound, Medical Infor-
matics, and EMS.  Medical Education comprises the Residency Program, Medical Student 
Education, Medical Simulation, and Adjunct Teaching Faculty.  The other two major de-
partmental units are the Oklahoma Disaster Institute and the Research Division. 
 
Inter-Division cooperation means that data on OUDEM activities are best considered on a 
Departmental level.

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Overview  
 
This section overviews selected information representing the activities and academic af-
fairs of OUDEM.  Department activities generally fall into clinical, academic, and adminis-
trative  categories.  This overview addresses efforts in the following arenas:   
 

1) Education 
2) Grants 
3) Organization/Administration  
4) Publications 
5) Research presentations 

 
There are inevitably areas of overlap; a grant may be associated with a research presenta-
tion and publication.  However, dividing the efforts of the Department into the above cate-
gories allows a coarse look at where we are with respect to various aspects of academic 
endeavor.  The remainder of this section provides summaries of the OUDEM performance 
in the five previously-defined areas of academic productivity.  A more detailed summation 
of OUDEM academic affairs is provided toward the end of this report. 
 
 
Education  
 
Educational activities may be subdivided many ways, but one useful consideration is geo-
graphic scope.  Local lectures are those given in Tulsa (e.g., residency didactics, lectures at 
area public health agencies).  Educational activities with a regional or statewide audience 
are exampled by symposia sponsored by the Oklahoma chapter of the American College of 
Emergency Physicians (ACEP).  National/international lectures are characterized by audi-
ence, rather than location.  /ÎÅ ÏÆ ÔÈÉÓ ÙÅÁÒȭÓ ÐÒÅ-eminent EMS meetings worldwide, The 
Gathering of EAGLES, was held just down the road from Tulsa, in Dallas; OUDEM EMS facul-
ty delivered two lectures, each attended by approximately 800 people.  Other nation-
al/international educational actives included OUDEM faculty lectures at the annual ACEP 
meeting, at the Society of Academic Emergency Medicine (SAEM) conference, and at the na-
ÔÉÏÎÁÌ &ÒÅÎÃÈ ÆÉÒÅ ÓÅÒÖÉÃÅȭÓ prehospital educational conference. 
 
A full listing of lectures is not provided.  Instead, the following represents summary infor-
mation for the number of lectures/educational activities led by OUDEM faculty for the year:

- Regional/statewide: 8 
- National: 12

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It is noteworthy that some important OUDEM educational ȰÌÅÃÔÕÒÅ-ÔÙÐÅȱ activities are not 
included within the above summary statistics.  Examples of efforts not included above in-
clude workshops such as airway management labs, disaster medicine courses such as 
statewide BDLS/ADLS, and simulation sessions administered by OUDEM faculty.   
 
Other types of educational activity not listed above include mentoring such as that provid-
ed for a variety of prehospital providers, resident physicians, and doctoral candidates.  For 
example, OUDEM faculty served on doctoral committees for students at OUȭÓ #ÏÌÌÅÇÅ ÏÆ 
Public Health and also at the University of Texas, University of California-San Francisco, 
and A.T. Still University for Health Management.

Grants 
 
The most important grant supporting OUDEM is our financial support from the State of Ok-
lahoma.  This support, first awarded in 2005 as a $3 million annual appropriation, was

tise.  ,ÁÓÔ ÙÅÁÒȭÓ economic slowdown in Oklahoma mirrored the nationwide recession; 
OUDEM still received $2 million in state funding but the fiscal pressures highlighted a need 
to seek additional long-rang funding.  One route for such additional funding lies in grants. 
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Since grants tend to cover more than one year, it is not possible to report a discrete number 
of grants that apply only to the previous academic year.  Thus, the grants tabulation in the

faculty last year, and also grants that were in effect for part of AY2011.  Moving forward, 
OUDEM will continue to stress the importance of successfully competing for grant support, 
as a means of augmenting resource and also as a barometer of academic achievement. 
 
 
Organization/Administration  
 
In addition to the routine administrative activities performed as part of Department and 
University service, OUDEM faculty represent and serve OU and Oklahoma in a variety of 
administrative/organizational functions in our state and beyond. 
 
Local committee/organizational activities are myriad; not all are named here.  Examples of 
these types of activities are OUDEM faculty membership on committees that are local hos-
pital -based (e.g. Sedation, Institution Review Board/IRB, Quality Assurance) or OU-based 
(e.g. IRB, Graduate Medical Education, Capstone Course Planning Committee). 
 
Regional activities include faculty participation in committees such as /ËÌÁÈÏÍÁȭÓ ÖÁÒÉÏÕÓ 
Regional Trauma Advisory Boards (RTABs).  OUDEM faculty serve on the Clinical and Qual-
ity committees of the regional health information sharing project Greater THAN. 
 
On the state level, OUDEM faculty serve in positions of President, Vice-President, and Board 
of Directors for the OK Chapter of the American College of Emergency Physicians (ACEP).  
EMS faculty serve on the EMS Blueprint Continuing Education Task Forces for Oklahoma 
City and for Tulsa.  Other work includes membership on the Oklahoma State Department of 
Health (OSDH) EMS Medical Direction Committee, and on O3$(ȭÓ 4ÒÁÕÍÁ -ÅÄÉÃÁÌ !ÕÄÉÔ 
Committee.  Service includes participation on OklahomaȭÓ Emergency Response Systems 
Development Advisory Committee, and on the state Trauma Advisory Council. 
 
On a national level, OUDEM faculty efforts include service as an oral examiner for the Amer-
ican Board of EM.  National committee work is focused on two major organizations: 1) the 
American College of Emergency Physicians (ACEP), ÏÕÒ ÓÐÅÃÉÁÌÔÙȭÓ ÍÁÉÎ ÐÒÏÆÅÓÓÉÏÎÁÌ ÓÏcie-
ty, and 2) %-ȭÓ primary  scientific organization, the Society for Academic Emergency Medi-
cine (SAEM).  Since ACEP and SAEM are flagship organizations for our specialty, there is 
nationwide interest in, and competition for, committee membership.  Service on ACEP or

Faculty members have served for federal government agencies.  This includes service as 
Expert Panel members for the Centers for Disease Control (CDC) Injury Prevention and 
Control Trauma Triage Panel, and for National Highway Traffic Safety Institute panels ad-
dressing air transport and EMS for children.  Faculty were selected by NIH to serve on the
